· The Club’s social facilities

· Coaching in their chosen sport

· The necessary sporting apparatus and clothing

· Care and guidance by appointed mentors

· Competitive sporting events

· Interaction with sports people at other venues

· Sporting tours

Future of the Project

· To remain flexible and identify any issues necessitating amendment

· To maintain a progress report on each candidate

· To open a data base and provide statistics which will be available for scrutiny by any interested party

· To continue to secure an income so ensuring the continuance of the project

· To find suitable other situations / facilities / coaches for any candidate who may achieve a standard of excellence perceived by the mentors and trustees to warrant more than what can be offered by this Club.
