3. OBJECTIVES OF THE GOLF SUBSECTION 

To play and promote golf either through the playing of tournaments or matched or solely for relaxation.  To improve the standards of golf and to encourage the spirit of sportsmanship at all times.

4. MEMBERSHIP
4.1
Any person is entitled to apply to become a member of the Subsection, provided that he is a paid up member of the Club, and has paid the necessary registration fee of the Subsection.

4.2
The registration of any member (in terms of Clause 4.1) will be a distinct acknowledgement on the part of the member concerned that he/she is bound by and understands the terms of the Constitution and Bye-laws of the Subsection in force from time to time and that he/she accepts the ruling of the Committee in all cases and no member shall be absolved from the effect thereof on the grounds that he/she has not received a copy thereof.
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5. REGISTRATION FEE
5.1
An annual registration fee is payable and the amount is to be determined by the Committee from time to time.

5.2
The fee is due on 1 OCTOBER and payable by 31 DECEMBER, or on application in the case of new members.

6. MEMBERS IN DEFAULT
6.1
Any member who has not paid both the fees of the Club and the Subsection’s registration, will be charged Non-Affiliate Guest rates to use the facilities of the Subsection. He / she will not be able to participate in any Club tournament or league. 
7. COMMITTEE
The Committee shall be comprised as follows:

President (ex-officio) – shall automatically be a member of the Executive Committee of the Club.


Captain (as Chairman), Vice Captain, Secretary, Treasurer, Lady Captain, Greens & Golf Carts Liaison, Public Relations and Communications Officer,  Competitions Coordinator, Handicapper & Pro Shop Liaison, and Special Projects Coordinator.


At the Annual General Meetings, only the positions of President, Captain, Lady Captain and Treasurer will be specifically elected. The remaining seven members will be elected as Committee members and their portfolios will be decided in the following Committee meeting by means of popular vote.

7.2
All members of the Committee elected at the Annual General Meeting will serve for a period of one to two years.  In order to ensure continuity of Committee the following will apply:

1. 6 Committee Members will retire each year.

2. The retirement of members will be determined as follows:

All members who have served for a period of two years will automatically retire.

-
The remaining members required to make up the 6 will be determined by the drawing of lots.


 3.   The Committee members who so retire are eligible for re-election
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7.3
All nominations for the election of the officials to fill the vacancies on the Committee caused by the retirements, shall be submitted to the Secretary not less than 48 hours before the time fixed for the General Meeting at which the election is to take place.


Such nominations shall be in writing and shall be signed by the respective proposers and seconders and also by the nominee to indicate that they are prepared to accept office.  In the event of insufficient written nominations being received, then nominations may be made from the floor at the meeting.

7.4
A Quorum shall consist of half of the Committee.

7.5
In the absence of the Chairman at Committee Meetings, any other member of the  Committee may be nominated as Chairman.

7.6
The Committee shall meet at least once every calendar month and the Secretary shall keep records of all decisions taken at that meeting.

7.7
Any member of the Committee absenting himself from three consecutive meetings of the Committee without obtaining leave of absence, shall automatically vacate office.

8. POWERS OF THE COMMITTEE
The committee shall have full power and authority to carry out the object for which the Subsection has been formed and, without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, shall have the following special powers:

1. To appoint casual vacancies on the Committee.

2. To form Sub-committees and co-opt members to these Committees.
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3.
To make Bye-laws.



4.
To decide disputes between members.



5.
To engage servants for the Subsection.

6.
To exercise disciplinary powers by requesting the Club Council to ban, expel, suspend or take other steps against any member who is guilty of a breach of the Constitution or Bye-laws of the Subsection or Club, or of any improper, dishonest or unsportmanlike conduct.

To act generally in the interest of the Subsection.

8.
To regulate the management of the Subsection.

9.
To manage the finances of the Subsection in conjunction with the Club Committee.

      9.
FINANCE

      9.1
The financial year will end on 30 SEPTEMBER.

9.2
The Treasurer of the Club shall open and maintain a set of books and provision shall be made to record all income and expenditure of the Subsection within that set of books.  All Subsections monies and funds must be deposited with the Club and all cheques will be drawn by the Club.

9.3
The Club shall produce a monthly financial report setting out the income and expenditure of the Subsection.

10.
RECORDS

10.1
The Secretary shall keep Minutes and such Minutes, after confirmation at the        following meeting will be signed by the Chairman and bound in a Minute Book.

10.2
The Club Administrator shall open and maintain a register wherein shall be entered the names and addresses of all registered members, the dated of admission and the dates of and reasons for their ceasing to be members.  The registers shall be open for inspection at all General Meetings or on application.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS

11.1
Date of Meetings

The Annual General meeting of the Subsection must be held by 30 SEPTEMBER.

11.2
Notice of Annual General Meeting

Written notice of the meeting must be posted on the notice board of the Subsection as well as on the board of the Club at least 14 days prior to the meeting.


The notice must specify the business to be transacted at that meeting.

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

A Special General Meeting may be convened by:

The Committee at any time.

-
The Secretary may convene such a meeting within one month of      receiving a requisition clearly specifying the business to be transacted and signed by not less than 10 members if not convened within such a period, may be convened by the requisitioners within one month thereafter.

PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS

13.1
Quorum
Twenty registered members, personally present, will form the quorum at any General Meeting.


If no quorum is present within 30 minutes of the time set for the meeting, then the meeting shall (except in the case of a meeting convened upon a requisition of members) stand adjourned to a date within 21 days of the original meeting, of which 10 days notice shall be given and at such meeting the members present will form the quorum.
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13.2
Voting


Every valid member will have one vote and no voting by proxy will be permitted.  The motion will be decided by a show of hands and will be passed by a majority vote of those members present.


In the event of a split vote, then the Chairman will have the right to ecercise his casting vote.

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     16.        CONSTITUTION OF THE CLUB

The Constitution and Bye-laws of the Subsection are subsidiary to those of the     Club and in the event of an omission of any item in the regulations of the Subsection or any conflict with the regulations of the Club, then the Constitution and Bye-law of the Club will apply.

     17.        APPROVAL AND REVISION OF CONSTITUTION

The Subsection cannot approve or revise any regulations which are contradictory    with the general regulations of the Club.

A proposal revision of the Constitution must be addressed to the Secretary of the Subsection in writing at least 14 days before a General Meeting is to be held.  The Secretary must in his/her turn notify the members of such a request by including the motion in the notice of meeting.

    18.          INTERPRETATION OF THE CONSTITUTION

Any uncertainty about the interpretation of items in the Constitution will be decided by the Committee in conjunction with the Club Committee.  The verdict will be regarded as a true interpretation of the Constitution unless it is decided otherwise at a General meeting of the Subsection.

    19.           LIQUIDATION, WINDING-UP OR RE-ORGANISATION


        The conditions set out in the Clubs Constitution shall be applicable.
