5. Finance:

5.1. Account Balance 31/01/2011:

Market Acc- R 258 202.00

Kobus requested a summary of the accounts from last year.

5.2.  Zululand Golf Meeting – money will be paid to the clubs that can prove they have an active development program. Amatikuli have requested R 6000.00, balance to be paid to Richards Bay – other clubs to apply to us for funds.

6. Marketing/Promotions/Development

6.1. Driving Range has been given notice by the Department of Education, closing down the end of March.
6.2. Discussion re a netted practice/warm up area to be constructed on the club grounds near the putting green and practice bunkers. Space for a 4 ball to warm up.
· Area to be rented by SDT from the Club at a rate to be negotiated with the Golf committee and EXCO. (R4000.00/Annum suggested).
· The Driving Range currently costs us R2000.00/month for the players to practice so this will be a saving.
· SDT to supply and construct the structure.  Kobus has done some pricings, expensive item is the mats – 2 m, ½ fairway, ½  rough  - R1200.00 per m, will need 4-6m. Net – use normal shade cloth. Steel structure – he has someone who will construct it for free.
6.3. Advertising to be available at the practice facility. Rather than an annual amount, companies to sign a monthly debit order, amount suggested R100.00/month. This will be income for SDT, all trustees to find 2 advertisers, Kobus to email all  a “Request for sponsorship Letter”.
6.4. Balls will belong to SDT. To be rented from the Pro Shop. R5.00 deposit, R10.00 for a bucket of balls. ( 50% of income to SDT and 50% to the Club). Deposit to be refunded on return of the balls. If people use their own balls a R5.00 facility fee to be charged.
6.5. Phase 2 – Practice Tee to be developed on the 9th fairway. Gerry Gibson – soil currently being removed from building to be used. Will only be available after 5PM. A caddie will have to be paid to collect the balls.
6.6. All present agreed in principle, James Barnard requested a Business proposal to be drafted.
6.7. Chris was welcomed to the meeting. He has constructed a Practice Net at home from input of various systems he has observed around the country.
Requirement for 4 golfers:-

· 12 m wide.
· Anchovy netting better than shade cloth as it lets wind, small twigs and leaves through.
· Net does not make contact with the poles – I-bolts and cable ties.
· 2 skirts made from shade cloth 30 cms from the back takes the sting out of the ball.
· North to south facing because of the prevailing wind.
· Minimum height 4 m
· Matting – Stegman’s artificial turf – 1 ½ x 1 ½ m2 = R3500. (Chris will bring his to show us.)
· Concrete slab to be laid first.
· Approximate cost – R35 000.00.
6.8. Plan to be drawn – either Alex Mc Donald or Phillip – Architect tennis player , Hanlie to set up meeting with Phillip, Kobus, Gerry and Chris.
